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Stamp Out Hunger Food Drive  





(May 13, 2010, FORT SMITH, AR) –— The National Stamp Out Hunger Food Drive was held Saturday, May 8 in Fort Smith and the surrounding area. Residents donated 24,592 pounds of food by leaving bags of canned goods and other non-perishable items by their mailbox for pick-up.





The Stamp Out Hunger Food Drive is the largest one day food drive in the nation. Every year, postal workers across the country participate by picking up food items along their routes. The food is then brought back to post offices where it is distributed to area food pantries. 





Volunteers from each of the benefitting pantries manned post offices to help unload, sort and organize the food brought in by the postal carriers. This year, 31 pantries received food from the drive. Food was collected in Alma, Barling, Fort Smith, Greenwood, Huntington, Lavaca, Mansfield and Van Buren.





“Thank you to everyone that was involved in making this year’s food drive a success,” said Tom Minton, United Way Executive Director. “Hunger is a real issue in our area and this event is crucial to keeping our pantries stocked with the supplies they need. United Way is thankful to be part of this generous community.”





The annual food drive is coordinated by the National Association of Letter Carriers. Locally, United Way, Community Services Clearinghouse, the U.S. Postal Service and the Rural Letter Carriers Association work in conjunction with the NALC to publicize and organize the event.  
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
